    Unit Title: Creating and Seeing Perspective  
Number of Days 15

Unit Content:  During the course of this unit the students will study Leonardo da Vinci, the Renaissance,  one and two-point perspective.  The students will use their knowledge in these areas to create a one-point or two-point perspective drawing of a classroom.  

Objectives/ Outcomes:

2. TLW transform ideas to create a one-point perspective or two-point perspective drawing of the classroom and incorporate the surrealism devices in drawing the objects.

3. I will demonstrate how to draw a city in one-point perspective while the students follow along on their paper.
