Subject: Art II

Unit Title: Figures in Motion  
Number of Days:  5

Unit Content:  Students will study the human figure according to proportion, gesture, and movement.  Beginning with magazine cutouts and ending with student poses, the students will learn to look at and draw the human figure.  

Standards Met: H.10.3, E.10.1, A.10.1, V.10.5
Objectives/ Outcomes:  

1. TLW discover the human figure according to proportion, gesture, and movement.

2. TLW work with wire to create a sculpture of a figure frozen in a moment in time.

3. TLW discover the work of Alexander Calder.













Validation of Objectives:  Each student will create a wire sculpture of a figure frozen in a movement.

Materials:

1. Proportions handout

2. Mannequins

3. Magazines

4. 18”X24” paper

5. Various wire

6. Bases

7. Staple gun

8. Sharpie Marker

9. Scholastic Art on Alexander Calder

10. Article on Jim Dine

Procedures:

1. Distribute proportions handout and discuss points.  

2. Students will find 3 figures in motion in magazines and draw the gestures using mannequin form paying close attention to the proportions.

3. Discuss gesture drawings.  Take students out into the hallway.  Students will pose for gesture drawings.  Have students sit making a square, students will draw the people on the opposite side from them.  Several students will be posing at the same time so that students can continue to draw gesture drawings until time is up.  Students will practice gesture drawings.

4. Students will study Alexander Calder by reading the Art Scholastic and answer the biographical research paper.

5. Students will select a movement that they would like to create using wire sculpture.  Students will complete four gestures drawings of their movement.  These sketches will be approved and the wire will be distributed.  Students will then begin to construct their figure beginning with the head and moving down the spine.  

6. Students will then read the article on Jim Dine.  They will look for descriptive words about his work, biographical information about him, and his philosophies of art.  We will discuss Jim Dine as a class and then experiment with different media to create a drawing of a live model.  Students will make initial line drawing of student poser.  They will then choose selected media to render the drawing.

Assessment of the Process:  Student will turn in their drawing and sculpture along with a self-evaluation.
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
