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Perspectives/Self-Portrait

The focus questions will be: 

-How do you see yourself?  

-How do you think others see you?  

-How does the way you think other people perceive you influence how you are in the world? 

-How can you create a self-portrait using these perspectives?  

-Students will brainstorm two word lists, one for how they see themselves, and one for how they think others see them.  

-The students will then brainstorm images that can represent these words that they can use to compose a self-portrait of themselves.  

-In creating these self-portraits students will pay close attention to both how they view themselves and how others view them, imagery, and use of medium/media

-You will need to include an image of yourself somewhere in the artwork.
