Subject: Art II

Unit Title: Photoshop

Number of Days: 5

Unit Content:  The students will learn different compositional techniques needed to take a good photograph.  The techniques will include; leading line, rule of thirds, complimentary colors, texture, bird’s eye view, ant’s eye view, geometric shapes, architecture, and plants or flowers.  Students will take one of their zoo pictures and manipulate it using the required Photoshop techniques.  The students will learn how to scan, stamp, colorize, and add filters to photos to create an interesting composition.

Objectives/ Outcomes:  

1. TLW discover different compositional techniques for taking photos.

2. TLW visit the Cincinnati Zoo to take pictures encompassing the compositional techniques.  

3. TLW scan, stamp, colorize and add filters to their chosen photo.

Validation of Objectives:  All students will manipulate a photo using Photoshop.

5. Photo paper

Procedures:

1. Discuss compositional techniques.

2. Go to zoo and take photos

3. Match zoo photos to compositional techniques.

4. Demonstrate how to manipulate photos using Photoshop.  Show examples.  

5. Choose photo.  Manipulate using stamp tool, colorize and add filter.

Assessment of the Process:  Student will turn in photo and evaluation.
