Subject: Art I

Unit Title: Your Inner Self-Portrait
 Number of Days: 8

Standards Met; E.9.1, E.9.2, E.9.3, A.9.3, H.9.2

Unit Content:  The students will complete a painting exercise that will include the color wheel, tint and shade, complementary colors, and neutrals.  The student will discover the proper guidelines used to draw the face.  Using a mirror, the student will draw a self-portrait.  To complete the final artwork the students will complete a handout that asks them various questions about their inner self.  Then they will use this information to choose a color scheme and use tempera paint to depict their own self-portrait.  

Objectives/ Outcomes:  

1. TLW discover color schemes.

2. TLW discover the how to draw their self-portrait using the proper guidelines.

3. TLW work with pencil to draw their self-portrait using the proper guidelines.

4. TLW discover how to manipulate tempera paints.

5. TLW work with tempera paint to depict their inner self-portrait.

Validation of Objectives:  

All students will complete a painting exercise that will include the color wheel, tint and shade, complementary colors, and neutrals.  All students will use a color scheme to apply the tempera paint to depict the areas of the compostion.

Materials:

Procedures:

1. Read textbook and complete worksheet.

2. Discuss how to use paint bins, palettes, and brushes and how to clean up.  Demonstrate how to paint the color wheel. Complete tint and shade, complementary colors, and neutrals.  Paint color wheel. 

3. Students will complete the inner self-portrait packet.

4. The student will look in the mirror and draw their portrait to the best of their ability.

5. Discuss the proper guidelines used to draw the proportions of the face.

6. Using a colored pencil, the students will correct their portrait.

7. Students will receive a second sheet of paper and will draw their portrait using the proper guidelines.

8. Using a digital camera, take a picture of each student posing to show their personality.  Manipulate the photo in Photoshop.  Use the cutout filter and select 8 values. 

9. Students will grid the print out of their portrait and their paper and transfer the drawing.

10. Students will select color that they would be and paint their portrait using a color scheme that includes that color.  Students will formulate 8 values based on the color scheme that they chose.

Assessment of the Process:  The students will be required to fill out an evaluation sheet, worksheets and the final drawing/painting to be given credit.
